W ith the new 2.4GHz technology used for our radios come some new capabilities and procedures. These radios
are being used in all sizes and types of planes and helicopters: glow, gas and electric. Even if you still fly on
72MHz, | think the following information will be helpful to know (in your own defense).

For this article | will stick to the Spektrum AR7000 7 channel, full range receiver. Click here for the user guide. It will
greatly simplify the article and most 2.4GHz receivers have similar properties. When in.doubt READ THE INSTRUC-
TIONS. There are important dlﬁerences even between Spektrum receivers.

Each receiver must be bound to a transmitter before it will work. The blndlng process allows the receiver to learn the
GUID (Globally Unigue Identlfler Code) of the transmitter and in some cases the transmitter to learn wTYaLklnd of receiver.
After binding it will only work with that transmitter. So before you ¢an set up your servo neutrals‘;lendpmnts'-dlrectlons of
travel, etc, you must bind the receiver to the transmitter. When you bind an AR7000, it remembers the throttle : and other
stick positions as failsafeb6s. So |l etd6s say you had th¢
verse the throttle channel. Now failsafe is full throttle unless you rebind the receiver after you f“nlsh your setup >

When is failsafe used? Well the instructions say that if the receiver loses signal, "[:;(Ntle is moved to failgg‘y and the
other channels are held in the last known good paesition. When the receiver is powered u th no trar§m|fter signal (this
happens every time you turn it on until it acquires the transmitter), there is NO signal sent to Ihrottleﬁrvo and the
other channels are driven to their failsafe positions. When the receiver connects to the transmitter, all channels work nor-
mally.

In conclusion with this receiver 1-Bind the receiver to the transmitter, 2-Set up your throws, directions, etc.,
3- Bind again with your sticks in whatever position you want for failsafe. Yes this is from the AR7000 instructions.

Crosswind Takeoffs
L et's look at a takeoff that has a fairly strong crosswind from your right.
the heading as well. First, you should input a little right aileron, or at least
be prepared to input right aileron to prevent the wind from getting under the up-
wind wing and possibly flipping the aircraft over. Then, because the tail will try to
"weathervane" the aircraft into the wind, apply left rudder during the initial take-
off roll (this is the opposite of what you'd normally require on a calm day). The
amount of input will depend on the crosswind component (i.e., wind strength
and direction), the size of the fin and rud-
der and the amount of power you're apply-
ing.
As speed builds, you'll use less left rudder.
When the aircraft is about to lift off, you
may need to apply right rudder to keep the
aircraft centered on the runway centerline.

When your aircraft is ready to lift off, don't
horse it off. Gently rotate, allowing plenty of
air speed to build, then climb out gradually,
e.g., at a 5- to 10-degree angle. As you
rotate, also remove any right aileron input;
from here, use ailerons to maintain level wings. During most climb outs, | keep
some right rudder in to counteract torque and to maintain a straight track. In a
crosswind takeoff, it's important to use the rudder to correct the heading as well.
